Purpose: To defeat Judaism (the practice of making people who are saved keep the law as well)

Location: South Galatia & included the cities of Derbe,  Lystra, Iconium & 

Antioch of Pisidian.

Facts:

1) Called the Cornerstone of the Protestant Reformation

2) Established a church on his 2nd missionary journey (Acts 16:6-8)

3) Key is Freedom from the Law

Ephesians Background

Author: Paul during his 1st Roman Imprisonment

Date: AD 60-62

Pastor: Unknown

Purpose: No particular problem addressed

Location: Mouth of the Cayster – a trading post city

Facts:

1) Key thought is building the body of Christ.

2) City was a leading center in the Roman Empire
3) Some have said it is the richest & most profound New Testament Epistle.
Philippians Background

Author: Paul during his 1st Rome Imprisonment

Date: AD 61-62

Pastor: Unknown

Purpose: Thanks for love gift and to correct some errors

Location: On the Egnation way called Gateway To The East.

Facts: 

1) Church established on his 2nd missionary journey (Acts 16:14-34)

2) Theme is Living the Christian Life

3) Paul first came to the city in AD 51

Colossians Background

Author: Paul during his 1st Rome Imprisonment

Date: AD 60-62

Pastor: Acchippus (Colossians 4:17)

Purpose: Attacking error in the young church (2:8-23)

Location: 100 miles east of Ephesus

Facts: 

1) Paul probably had never been to the city (Colossians 2:1; 1:4-8)

2) Written about the same time as Ephesians & Philemon

3) The preeminence of Christ is a major theme.

4) Established probably during Paul’s 3rd missionary journey
