Weekly memory verse – 1 Corinthians 10:31
Read – 1 Corinthians 10:1-6
Examine –

· Paul is going to use a lot of Old Testament stories about the children of Israel. 

1. What does Paul not want them to be?
2. What were their fathers under?

3. What did they pass through?

4. How were they all “baptized”?

· It is important to note here that the word baptized means identification.  Therefore the people were not submerged into water by Moses but rather were identified with him.
5. What did they all eat?

6. Look at Ex. 16:15; Deut 8:3.  What was this meat?

7. How does he describe their drink?

8. From where did they get this drink?

9. Who does this rock signify?

10. Look at Ex. 17:6 and how did God tell Moses to get water from the rock?

11. Look at Numbers 20:8-11, how was he told to get water this time?

12. Was he obedient?

· If this rock is a picture of Jesus (and this passage says it is) then we see why it was a big deal for Moses to smite the rock the second time.  Jesus was to be smitten only once!

13. Even though they received the privilege of all these things, what did God do to them in the wilderness?

14. Why did God tell us these things?

15. What was their sin?

Apply-

If God disciplined them for their sin will he discipline you for yours?
What evil things do you desire (lust)?

Ask God to get those things out of your life today!

Examine –

1. Although we are many we are all one what? (2 things)
2. Of what are we all partakers?

· All the Levites had their daily needs supplied by the sacrifices that were made everyday at the altar.  This is what Paul is talking about in verse 18.  Follow his logic over the next few days.

5. If someone eats the sacrifices then they are partakers of what?

6. Is the idol or the things offered to it anything?

7. When the Gentiles sacrifice to whom are they sacrificing?

8. To whom does Paul not want them to fellowship?

9. What two cups can you not drink out of at the same time?

12. What question does Paul ask at the end of verse 22?

13. Can you answer this question!

Apply-

Israel tried to have God and the Devil at the same time.  This can not happen.  God will not put up with it.  Are you trying to put one foot in the world and one foot with God?

Weekly memory verse – 1 Corinthians 10:31
Read – 1 Corinthians 10:23-26
Examine –

1. All things are what for Paul?
2. However not all things do what? (2 things) (Define these two words)

3. What are we not to seek?

4. What should we seek?

5. Where would stuff be sold?

· This word simply means a place where meat and other articles of food are sold, a meat market.

6. What were they to do with it?

7. Why is this true?

· Paul continues to go back to this subject.  They were not to participate in the pagan feast but if the meat was sold in the market they could buy it because the idols were nothing.
· Dietary laws for the Jews had changed (Acts 10:9-16; I Timothy 4:1-5) but the Gentiles never had any.  Paul is dealing with both Jews and Gentiles in this passage (10:32)

Apply-
Are you seeking to meet the needs of others or are you seeking for your needs to be met?
How are you doing things that are expedient?
How are you doing things that edify others?

Ask God to help you to think of others!

Read – 1 Corinthians 10:27-33
Examine –

1. Who is inviting you to a feast?
2. Define disposed – 

3. What are you to do with what is set before you?

4. What are ye not to do?

6. If someone tells you that the meat was offered to idols what are you to do?

7. Why are you to do this?

8. Whose are the earth and all the contents?

· This phrase is used several times in Scripture (Deut 10:14; Psalms 24:1; 50:12; I Cor. 10:26).  The reason it is used is to emphasize that even though an article has been offered to an idol it still belongs to the Lord and is fitting to eat.

9. If the above paragraph is true then why can’t you eat the meat?

10. This brings up a natural question: Why should I abide by others standards? The answer is in verse 31, what is it?

11. What are we to always do no matter what we are doing?

12. To whom should we give no offence?
· It is important to notice that once we are saved, that is the most important thing not our nationality.

13. Why does Paul seek to please all men and not seek his own profit?

Apply-

Are you wiling to do whatever to see others saved?
What are you doing to give the right opinion of the God you serve? 

What can you lay aside this week that will help you to be a better witness?
