· The word hope means a joyful and confident expectation of eternal salvation. 
Ro 5:2, 4-5  By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God. And patience, experience; and experience, hope: And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.

Ro 8:25  But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for it.

Ro 12:12  Rejoicing in hope; patient in tribulation; continuing instant in prayer;

· These verses and many others tell us that without hope we have nothing to stand on.
