I. Writer – Peter (1:1)

Silvanus (Silas) was an amanuensis which means secretary – He was a Roman citizen  (Acts 16:36-37)

II. Addressed to the dispersion (Jew or Gentile) Some evidence could be said for both.

III. Date: 63-65– Written shortly before outbreak of full persecution under Nero in AD 64 from Rome [Babylon was an appropriate figurative designation (or a good picture) for Rome]
