Weekly memory verse – II Corinthians 10:12
Read – II Corinthians 10:7-12
It is important to note that people were attacking Paul and thereby weakening the church at Corinth.  As we look at this people we’re putting an emphasize on Paul’s outward condition instead of his heart.  This was not a clothing issue but rather a physical appearance issue.  This has nothing to do with whether someone can minister for God. They also were attacking Paul’s apostleship and other things.

Weekly memory verse – II Corinthians 10:12
Read – II Corinthians 10:13-18
We have already established that Paul’s authority came from God (Vs. 8), so others should not question why he is trying to minister to the church in Corinth.  The word rule in verse 13 has the idea of a province given to someone.  Paul clearly has authority over this church.
