Read – Judges 21:5-7

Examine –

1. What did the Israelites want to find out?

NOTE: This is at least the 2nd vow we know they made?

5. Was there any left of Benjamin?

6. What did they not have?

Apply-

It appears to me that Israel is now trying to work as problem solvers for Benjamin.  They are seeking to restore.  How do you seek to restore those who are wrong?

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Weekly memory verse – Judges 21:25

Read – Judges 21:8-11

Examine –

1. Who had not come up to battle with them? (Remember verse 5)

2. What does it mean for them to be numbered?

(You may need some research or call Pastor Ogle for help with this.)

3. How many of Jabesh-Gilead were there?

4. How many men did they send?

5. What were these men’s character in battle like?

6. What were they to do?

7. Who specifically were they to kill?

THINK: Now the sin that happened back in chapter 19 is affecting another group of people.

Apply-

Apparently the people of Jabesh-Gilead refused to come help in the battle.  We don’t know all the circumstances.  Do you turn a deaf ear to sin or do you act when you can?

Do you ignore others sin when you should lovingly confront?

When was the last time you confronted a friend about an area he/she needed to change in their life? (Give some details.  Do not give the name of the person.)

Of course we need to have our own lives right with God first.  Do you have unresolved sin in your heart now?          Take care of this now.

Read – Judges 21:12-15

Examine –

1. What did they find among the inhabitants?

This should help you see the seriousness of our own sin.
