I. The Man

A. Haggai means “festive” – suggesting his birth fell on an Old Testament Holy Day.  His name is mentioned 9 times.

B. Contemporary of Zechariah 

(compare Haggai 1:1; Zech. 1:1)

1. Both written in 2nd year of Darius


      2. Ezra 5:1-2 and Ezra 6:14– mentions both men 

II. The Ministry

A. Ministry last 4 months (3 months and 23 days as one writer put it)

B. Date: 520 BC – converted to our names of months the four sections would have a date of September 1, October 21, December 24, December 24.

C. The book calls for the people to finish the Temple.

D. First prophetic word after Babylonian exile
