I. The Man

A. Micah – shortened name for Micaiah 

     (who is like Yahweh)

B. Younger contemporary of Isaiah 

     (compare Is. 1:1 and Micah 1:1)

C. City – Moresheth- Agricultural city, 25 miles southwest of Jerusalem

I. The Message

A. 735 BC – Approximate date

B. Deals with judgment of Samaria and Jerusalem 

C. Prophesied during 3 kings of Judah –

     Jotham, Ahaz and Hezekiah – (1:1)

D. Predicts the fall of Samaria–(1:6)– This happened in 722 BC.

E. The imperative “hear” is found 3 times in the Book

    (1:2; 3:1; 6:1).  This forms a good outline.  

    (Chapters 1-2, 3-5, 6-7)

F. 40 different predictions

G. Quoted in other places

1. 3:12 – Jeremiah 26:18- saved Jeremiah’s life

2. 5:2 – Matthew 2:6 – Birth place of Christ – 

3. 7:6 – Matthew 10:35-36 – Christ’s 1st commission of disciples
