Read – Haggai 1:12-15

Examine –

1. What two men took the lead in verse 12?

2. Who joined with them?

3. What did they do with Haggai’s message?

6. What was God’s simple message to the people?

Note: It had been at least 100 years since any kind of good thing had happened and most, if not all, of these people had never experienced God’’s goodness.  This must have been an incredible thing and a great source of encouragement.

8. What were these men’s positions?

9. What did everyone come and do?

10.  What time did this happen?

What ever you are afraid to do for God, He wants you to step out by faith and He will be there for you.  History tells us that the King of Persia eventually sided with the Jews and even paid for the repairs.

Examine –

1. Who is speaking once again?

2. How long before what He is saying will come too past?

3. What four areas specifically will God shake?

4. In general He will shake what?

5. What will come?

Fact: There is some debate as to whom this is but it is probably the Lord Jesus Christ!

6. With what will the house be filled?

7. What belongs to the LORD?

8. What about the latter house will be greater than the former?

9. In looking at the last two questions, what do you think God meant by saying that the silver and gold were His?

10.  What will God give in this Temple?

11. This Temple will have something that the first one did not have.  For a bonus can you tell me what that is?

Apply-

Remember God is trying to encourage the people.  All the gold in the world does not impress God.  He made it.  It was the heart that God is concerned about.  Are you trying to impress God with your outward appearance but inwardly you are wicked?

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Weekly memory verse – Haggai 1:5

Read – Haggai 2:10-19

Examine –

1. What is the date of the next message?

2. Who does he ask a question?

3. What is the question about?

4. By carrying something Holy with you does it make other things Holy?

5. By being unclean does that make other things unclean?

6. What is the nation before God?

7. What is the work of their hands?

8. Are their offerings unclean?

9. Did they ever get what they expected from their harvest?

10. With what did God smite them?

11. In all this, what did the people not do?

12.  What should they do with all these things that God is showing them?

13. Have there been blessings in the past?

14. Why not?

15. What will God do from now on?

Apply-

Blessings are withheld when we don’t do right.  Most of the time we don’t see this and it doesn’t bring repentance. What we need is a Word from the Lord.  This is why it is so important to daily spend time in God’s Word and prayer.
