This is probably referring to the time when Israel and the whole earth will be at peace.  This is still yet future.  Keep these thoughts in mind when we look at tomorrow’s passage.

We do not get audible messages today from Heaven but we do have God’s written Word.  How have you paid careful attention to this Word and done what it said?

When you see something in the Bible you don’t understand, do you ask questions or do you not care if you understand?

Examine –
